2) Arena:  20m x 40m (small)  3) Time: Approximately 3:45
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A  Enter working trot.
C  Track right
B  Circle right 20 meters working trot
KXM  Change rein 
E  Circle left 20 meters working trot.
Between K and A  Working canter left lead.
A  Circle left 20 meters
Between B and M  Working trot.
HXF  Change rein working trot.
Between F and A  Working canter right lead
A  Circle right 20 meters
Between E and H  Working trot.
C  Medium walk.
M - E  Free walk.
E - K  Medium walk.
K  Working trot
A  Down centerline
X  Halt, Salute.

Shape and size of circle; bend, quality of trot.
Bend and balance in turns; Straightness 
Shape and size of circle;bend, quality of trot.
Willing, calm transition
Quality of canter; shape and size of circle; bend
Willing, balanced transition
Straightness and regularity of trot
Calmness and smoothness of depart
Quality of canter roundness, size andshape of circle.
Quality of transition and trot
Quality of transition and medium walk
Quality of free walk, straightness and 
smooth transitions
Quality of transition
Balance and obedience in turn
Willing balanced halt, immobility

Desire to move forward. Elasticity of the steps. Suppleness

Position and seat. Correctness and effect of the aids.
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Leave arena free walk on a long rein at A.  All trot work may be performed rising or sitting unless stated otherwise.
Halt transition may be through the walk.
